The annotation should contain not more than 6 lines. The font is Times New Roman, straight, 10.
Keywords: Please provide not more than 2 lines of key words printed straight.

Requirements of formatting of the text
The volume of the abstract is up to 1 page. In English, as indicated above, are presented: the title of the abstract, the names of the authors, the title of the institution, city, abstract and keywords, as well as the main text.
The organizing committee recommends using this file as a template for the preparation of papers.
The papers will be accepted for review only in case of full compliance with the design requirements listed below.
The file containing the materials of the abstract should be named after the name of the first author in English transcription. For example, Sidorov.doc. The second and subsequent materials of the abstract of the same author should be numbered, for example, Sidorov_2.doc, Sidorov_3.doc. Only 3 materials of one author (co-author) are accepted for publication.
The materials of the abstracts are attached to the registration form of the conference participant posted on the site http://rfc.iseu.by/.
The text should be typed using MS Word, font –Times New Roman ,font  size 10; A4 paper, portrait orientation, line spacing – single, justified (for the main text). Indentation of the red line – 1 cm. Fields: right, top – 2 cm, left, bottom – 2.5 cm. From the edge of the page to the footer (page number) – 2.8 cm. Pages are not numbered. Figures and tables are placed in the body of materials of abstracts. Word wrapping is enabled, insert explicit hyphens using the "soft hyphen" symbol (Ctrl + - key combination), hyphenation (-) is not allowed. Hanging lines are not allowed. Please avoid footnotes by placing relevant information in the main text. The words "Theorem", "Proof", etc.are located on the red line and in bold. The text of the statements is an ordinary straight! In names containing two last names (for example, the Gauss – Markov theorem), they are separated by dashes with spaces. References to the literature are made in square brackets (for example, [1] or [2-5]).
Requirements of formatting of the table 
Use font Time New Roman, 10, normal, single line spacing, no indentation. Titles are placed above the table, font Time New Roman, 10, bold, without indentation. Both  table and  title are centered. In the upper right corner is the word "Table", 10 pt, light italics, indicating its number. No end point. Indent from the main text above and below is 6 pt. The name of the graph (header) is typed in font 8. Table contents are centered vertically and horizontally. All tables should be referenced in the text. The table should not be wider than the column of text!
FORMULAS
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The submitted formulas should be on a separate line with a punch above and below 2 pt, center alignment, font – 10 pt, large index – 7 pt, small index – 5 pt, large character – 16 pt, small character – 10 pt. If the formula has a number (for example, (2.1), the formula is located in the center, the number is on the right at the end of the line.
In the formula itself: Cyrillic letters, Greek and numbers – direct (direct text), Latin – italics. The name of the functions (cos, tg, ln, etc.) is direct.
NON-TEXT OBJECTS
Any non-textual object (photo, drawing, diagram, graph, etc.) should be in contrast, black and white. Its size should not go beyond the text, the resolution of illustrations is at least 300 dpi.  The signature is located under the object. The font size is 10 pt. Abbreviations Fig. 1. – in italics, signature – in direct font. The object and signature are centered, indented above and below 6 pt. Font size on charts, graphs, etc. – 10 pt. This size should ALWAYS be maintained when inserted into the text, because in case of scaling, the size of the object changes. 
BIBLIOGRAPHY
References list is typed in font Times New Roman 10 in the original language. Pay attention to the examples of bibliographic descriptions below !!!

(If the number of authors is more than four, then indicate the first, then write [and others]). Place of publication, publishing house, year. The total number of pages (or specific pages). 2. Articles in periodicals. Surname and initials of the author. Article title. (After the title of the article, the last name, first name, middle name of the first four authors are repeated through a slash, if there are more, then indicate the first author and write [and others]) // Abbreviated name of the journal. Year. volume (T., V., V.). Number (or issue). Pages (C, P., S.) from – to. For example:
Bard, A. J. Chemical modification of electrodes / A. J. Bard // J. Chem. Educ. 1983. V. 60. № 4. P. 302–304.
